Best of Breed Competition 
The following categories of dogs may be entered and shown in Best of Breed competition: dogs 
that are Champions of Record and dogs that, according to their owners’ records, have 
completed the requirements for a championship but whose championships are unconfirmed. 
Entering and showing dogs whose championships are unconfirmed is limited to 90 days from 
the date of the show where the dog completed the requirements for a championship according 
to the owner’s records. If, at the end of the 90-day period, the championship of a dog has not 
been confirmed by the AKC, no further entries of the dog for Best of Breed competition are to 
be made until its championship has been confirmed by the AKC.   
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CLASSIFICATION OF SPECIALTY SHOW (continued) 

Awards of Merit 
The Specialty judge may, at his or her discretion, award Judge’s Awards of Merit to a maximum 
of 10% of the Best of Breed entry, plus Winners Dog and Winners Bitch, along with the winners 
of the Veteran, Field Trial, Hunting and Dual classes. The Award of Merit winners will be 
selected after the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, Select Dog, Select 
Bitch and Best of Winners awards are made. All dogs remaining in competition, including 
Winners Dog and Winners Bitch, are eligible for an Award of Merit. 

NON-REGULAR CLASSES INVOLVING SINGLE DOG ENTRIES: 
NOTE:  For Veteran, Field Trial, Hunting and Dual Classes, only the winners of the below 
classes will be eligible to compete in Best of Breed competition providing they have not been 
defeated in another class.  Any defeated animals in these classes may not compete in Best of 
Breed. 
 
Veteran Dog and Veteran Bitch 
Open to dogs and bitches 8 years old and over. Classes are divided by age: 8 years and under 
10 years, 10 years and under 12 years, 12 years and older. Neutered dogs and spayed bitches 
are allowed to compete in Veteran classes at independent specialty shows.  

Field Trial Dog and Field Trial Bitch 
Open to intact dogs and bitches that have placed in an AKC-licensed Field Trial in an Open or 
Amateur Adult major, including Gun Dog and All-Age stakes.  

Hunting Dog and Hunting Bitch 
Open to intact dogs and bitches that have obtained the advanced AKC Hunting title of SH or 
MH. 

Dual Class 
Open to intact dogs and bitches that are AKC Dual Champions or are both AKC Conformation 
Champions and Amateur Field Champions.  

Iron Dog and Iron Bitch 
Open to AKC registered Vizslas of all ages, including neutered dogs and spayed bitches not 
eligible for any other class competition (e.g. Dog/Bitch or Veteran Dog/Bitch). Winners of these 
classes are not eligible for Best of Breed. An Iron Dog registration fee and individual AKC class 
entries are required for the Iron Dog Competition (see information packet). 

4-6 Month Beginner Puppy Competition 
The four-to-six month beginner puppy competition shall be for Vizslas that are four months of 
age and over but under six months on the day of the event.  This class will not be divided by 
sex.  Professional handlers, members of their household and current assistants to professional 
handlers may not personally exhibit dogs in the four-to-six month (Beginner Puppy) 
Competition.  Dogs that are owned or co-owned by the forenamed may compete in this 
competition but must be handled by a non-professional handler.  Professional handlers are 
defined as any person who belongs or has belonged to a professional handlers’ organization, 
distributed rate cards, or otherwise advertised or represented themselves as handling dogs for 
pay within the last five years.  Dogs may not be exhibited by current assistants and household 
members of a professional handler.  Minors (under 18) with amateur status who reside with 
professional handlers and current assistant to professional handlers that are eligible to compete 
in Junior Showmanship (Meet age and amateur status requirements) may personally exhibit 
dogs in the Four-to-Six Month Beginner Puppy Competition.  There will be a Best of 4-6 Month 
Beginner Puppy and a Best of Opposite Sex 4-6 Month Beginner Puppy chosen.

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CLASSIFICATION OF SPECIALTY SHOW (continued) 
NON-REGULAR CLASSES INVOLVING MULTIPLE DOG ENTRIES:  

Stud Dog and Brood Bitch 
Stud Dog Class – For Stud Dogs and two of their Get.  It is not necessary that the Get be under 
the same ownership as that of the Stud Dog.  The Stud Dog may be entered separately in one 
of the Regular Classes, or if a Champion of Record in Best of Breed Competition, but MUST be 
entered in the Stud Dog Class, the Get MUST be entered in one of the Regular Classes.  The 
Stud Dog shall be considered as one entry and requires one entry fee, this being the regular fee 
plus the additional class fee if the Stud Dog is entered in another class.  The Stud Dog must be 
shown in the ring with the Get.  The class will be judged on the merit of the Get.   
While the merits of the Stud Dog are not to be considered in the placement of the entry, the Stud 
Dog must be examined to determine if it has a condition that would require its disqualification or 
excusal under the AKC Dog Show Rules, AKC Policy, or the standard of the breed. 
Brood Bitch Class – Same as for the Stud Dog except substitute Brood Bitch for Dog and Produce 
for Get. 

Stud Dogs may be neutered and Brood Bitches may be spayed. 
 

Notes: While the merits of the stud dog or brood bitch are not to be considered in the placement of the entry, the 
stud dog or brood bitch must be examined to determine if it has a condition that would require disqualification or 
excusal under the Dog Show Rules, AKC policy or the standard for the breed. Since the judge’s decision in multiple 
entry classes will be based on the merits of more than one dog or bitch, no one of the dogs or bitches making up 
the entry judged first in the class will be eligible to compete for Best of Breed by virtue of having won this class 

Grandsire/Granddam 
Both of the two succeeding generations must be entered in the show. 
Grandsire—For a dog and two consecutive generations of his get/produce.  
 
Granddam—For a bitch and two consecutive generations of her get/produce. 
 
Brace Class 
For two dogs or bitches with one or more common owners. No fee is required as a unit if entered 
in additional classes. The dogs composing the brace must be named at the time of the entry. If 
a dog that is to be part of a brace is not entered in another class, it must be entered for Brace 
class only, which will require a $25.00 fee. In making entries for Brace class only, full particulars 
must be given for each dog on individual entry forms. The entry form of a dog entered in another 
class and entered as part of a brace must be marked accordingly in the space provided for 
Additional Classes as “Brace Class.” If more than one brace is entered by the same owner, it 
must be so designated “Brace #1,” “Brace #2,” etc.  
 
CLASSIFICATION OF JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP 

Novice Junior 9 & under 12 yrs  • Open Junior 9 & under 12 yrs  
Novice Intermediate 12 & under 15 yrs  • Open Intermediate 12 & under 15 yrs  

Novice Senior 15 & under 18 yrs  • Open Senior 15 & under 18 yrs 
Master Class 

Novice Class - shall be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old 
on the day of the show and who at the time entries close have not won three (3) first place 
awards, with competition present, in a Novice Class. A first place in Novice without competition 
leading to a Best Junior award with competition would count as one win towards moving to 
Open at a licensed or member show.  Junior Handlers who win a third Novice Class with 
competition, if a win in Novice leads to a Best Junior with competition present it will count as 
one win towards moving to Open, after the closing of entries for a show are required to transfer 
their entry from the Novice Class to the Open Class by notifying the Superintendent or Show 
Secretary prior to the judging of the class at the show. 
Open Class - shall be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old 
on the day of the show and who have won three (3) first place awards in a Novice Class or if a 
win in Novice leads to a Best Junior with competition present it will count as one win towards 
moving to Open in a licensed or member show. 
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CLASSIFICATION OF JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP (continued) 
Junior, Intermediate and Senior Classes - are each divided by age. A Junior class shall be 
for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 12 years old on the day of the show. 
The Intermediate class shall be for boys and girls who are at least 12 years old and under 15 
years old on the day of the show. The Senior class shall be for the boys and girls who are at 
least 15 years old and under 18 years old on the day of the show. 
Master Class - will be for boys & girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years on the 
day of the show, and who have won 10 Best Junior wins with competition. The calendar for this 
class will be consistent with the eligibility dates for the AKC National Championship. All Juniors 
meeting the criteria for this class are required to enter the Master Class and must change their 
entry the day of the show if entries have already closed.  Once the eligibility time frame for that 
year has passed all participants return to the Open Class to complete for the following year. 
  
No entry may be changed or cancelled unless notice of the change or cancellation is received 
in writing by the Superintendent or Show Secretary named in the premium list to receive entries, 
prior to the closing date and hour for entries, except that a correction may be made from one 
age division to another, as well as, move from Master to Open or Open to Novice if a win has 
been disallowed or the Junior miscalculated number of placements, provided this transfer is 
made by the Superintendent or Show Secretary prior to the judging of the class at the show. 
NOTICE:  Junior Handlers must include their AKC JUNIOR HANDLER NUMBER on each 
entry. 
You may obtain your junior identification number by calling the AKC, Judges Education 
Department (919) 233-9767.   
 

NOTICE TO ALL JUNIOR HANDLERS 
Bitches in season are not eligible to compete. No entry may be changed or cancelled unless notice of the change or cancellation is received 
in writing by the Superintendent or Show Secretary, named in the premium list to receive entries, prior to the closing date and hour for 
entries, except that a correction may be made from one age division to another provided this transfer is made by the Superintendent or 
Show Secretary at least one half-hour prior to the scheduled start of any Junior Showmanship class at the show. A dog may be substituted 
for another provided the Superintendent or Show Secretary is notified in writing at least one-half hour prior to judging of any Junior 
Showmanship classes at the show. Junior handlers must put their AKC Junior Handler number on the entry blank. To get a Junior Handler 
number, call the American Kennel Club (919) 233-9767. Be sure that all information for Junior Showmanship classes is entered on the front 
and back of the entry form. 

 
DNA NUMBER REQUIRED ON ENTRY FORM   
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SPECIAL ATTRACTIONS 
Pee Wee  
Entry Fee for Pee Wee Special Attraction is $15.  To enter, use the Junior Showmanship area 
on the regular entry form using Pee Wee as the class name.  No junior number is required.  A 
Ribbon and prize will be given to each Pee Wee unit. Each Pee Wee unit consists of the child, 
his/her parent/guardian/responsible adult, and the dog. Only one Pee Wee unit is in the ring at 
a time. This is not a competitive class, but rather a fun, learning experience for the child and the 
adult. 
The Pee Wee class is geared toward children 5–9 years of age. Safety is a primary concern. A 
dog must be a Vizsla at least four months of age to enter the Pee Wee class. Bitches in season 
will not be allowed to participate.  A substitute dog may be used.  A responsible adult must be 
present with the child both inside and outside the ring. The adult is to maintain control of the dog 
outside of the ring. A release of liability must be filled out, signed and turned in ringside at time 
of event.  Forms will be available at the stewards table. 
 
Bred By Exhibitor Non-Champion 
The best Bred By Exhibitor will be chosen from the winners of the Bred By Exhibitor Dog puppy 
and adult classes and Bred By Exhibitor Bitches puppy & adult classes classes following the 
judging of Best of Breed. A free litter registration courtesy of the AKC is offered to the winner of 
this competition along with a rosette from the Vizsla Club of America.  An announcement will 
be made after Winner’s Bitch when this will be judged. 
 
AKC National Owner-Handled Series 
The AKC National Owner-Handled Series is a non-titling competition for dogs that are exhibited 
by their owners that are not professional handlers.  All dogs that are owner-handled and are not 
exhibited in the National Owner-Handled Series by professional handlers* meet the requirements 
for this competition. Exhibitors must declare their dog is Owner-Handled eligible at the time of 
entry using the check box on the entry form.  Eligible dogs will be identified by an asterisk in the 
steward’s book and the catalog.  Dogs must be handled throughout the breed level competition 
for the regular show by an eligible owner.  Professional handlers, household members and 
current assistants to professional handlers may not exhibit the dog in any AKC National Owner-
Handled Series competition during the entire show.  A current assistant is defined by anyone 
employed by a professional handler on a full-time basis or assisting a professional handler at the 
show or any show during the weekend, however current assistants that are eligible to compete 
in Junior Showmanship may participate in NOHS. 
Owner-Handled Best of Breed will be selected from the dogs that are competing in the Best of 
Breed competition including Winners Dog, Winners Bitch and winners of the non-regular classes. 
*Professional handlers are defined as any person who belongs or has belonged to a professional 
handlers’ organization, distributed rate cards, or otherwise advertised or represented themselves 
as handling for pay with the last five years.

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NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS 
RECORDING AND SERVICE FEES: A recording fee of $.50 for each dog and an AKC event 
service fee of $3.00 will be required for each recordable single-entry class at any Licensed or Member 
Club Show or Obedience Trial (American Kennel Club Rule, Chapter 11, Section 2). An AKC 
recording fee of $3.50 for the first entry and $3.00 for each additional entry of the same dog will be 
required in Rally (American Kennel Club Rally Regulation, Chapter 1, Section 3). These fees are 
included with the entry fee and are paid to the American Kennel Club. There is a $2.00 event service 
fee for the 4-6 month beginner puppy competition. 
INCORRECT ENTRIES: The Vizsla Club of America, Inc., assumes no responsibility for the owner 
or owner’s agent entering a dog in a class in which it is not eligible to compete or for entering the 
same dog twice. The club and its members assume no responsibility for wrong or incomplete 
information given on the entry blank by the owner or the owner’s agent. Returned checks do not 
constitute a valid entry. The returned items must be made good by cash or money order before the 
dog will be allowed in the ring.  
CONDITIONAL ENTRIES: No entry shall be made, and no entry shall be accepted which specifies 
a condition as to its acceptance.  
OFFICIAL AKC ENTRY FORMS ONLY: Entries not on official AKC Entry Forms and photocopies 
of entry forms without the Agreement and Rules on the reverse side of the Official AKC Entry Form 
are not acceptable. 
DOG TITLES ON ENTRY FORM:  Include only AKC and VCA titles on the entry form.  
EXHIBITOR IDENTIFICATION TICKETS AND JUDGING PROGRAMS: Identification tickets 
and judging programs will be mailed to the address given on the entry blank. If not received within the 
specified time limit prior to the show, notify Foy Trent Dog Shows, P.O. Box C, Sturgeon, MO 65284.

PROMPT ENTRY INTO RING: Owners are to have their dogs ready to go into the ring promptly so 
judging will not be delayed. Dogs must be present for their own judging only. Dogs not needed for 
further judging are excused. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have his/her dog ready at ringside 
when the steward calls the class. Owners and/or their handlers are responsible for making sure their 
dog is present in the ring. This means it is the responsibility of neither the ring steward, nor any agent, 
nor the show-giving club to locate any dog, its owner or handler. There is no American Kennel Club 
or club rule requiring a judge to wait for an owner or handler to enter the ring.  
OWNERS’ FAMILIARITY WITH RULES: Owners must familiarize themselves with the agreement 
of the American Kennel Club referred to on the reverse side of the entry blanks that accompany this 
premium list. Rule books are available at the show, or individual copies may be obtained free from 
the AKC, 8051 Arco Corporate Drive, Suite 100, Raleigh, NC 27617-3390.  
LOSS OF OR DAMAGE TO EXHIBITED DOG: The club and its officers or members will not be 
responsible for the loss of or damage to any dog exhibited, whether the result of accident or other 
causes. It is distinctly understood that every dog at this show is in the care, custody and control of its 
owner or handler during the entire time of the national events. The club, its officers or members will 
not assume any responsibility for any loss, damage or injury sustained by an exhibitor or agent.  
ENTRY REFUNDS: Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event a dog is absent, disqualified, sick, 
lame, excused by veterinarian or judge, barred from competition by action of the show committee, or 
because the dog is ineligible to compete due to being entered incorrectly. There is no entry fee refund 
for duplicate entry or for bitches in season (except for those entered in Obedience and Rally). Any 
exhibitor with a bitch that was entered in Obedience or Rally and is in season on the trial date will be 
refunded one-half of the Obedience or Rally entry fee paid. Written notification must be in the hands 
of the Show Secretary no later than one-half hour before the start of the trial.  
ENTRY REFUNDS OF $3.00 OR LESS: Refunds of $3.00 or less will not be issued due to the 
costs of processing. An administrative fee will be charged for all cancellations or changes made prior 
to close of entries.  
DECLINE OF ENTRY: The Vizsla Club of America, Inc., may decline any entries for cause and may 
refuse to receive or may remove any dog on account of disease, viciousness, or other causes; and 
no one shall have any claim or recourse against the club or any official thereof.  
NO-REFUNDS POLICY: No entry fees will be refunded if it is impossible to open or complete the 
show because of riots, civil disturbances, fires, extreme and/or dangerous weather conditions, an act 
of God, public emergency, acts of a public enemy or other acts or causes beyond the control of the 
club or the Show Secretary.

There will 
be no saving of spaces. Crating area must be completely vacated no later than 30 minutes after 
judging end on Saturday, April 30. 
EXHIBITOR’S CHANGE OF ADDRESS: Please notify Foy Trent Dog Shows of any change of 
address.  
MAIL-IN ENTRIES: Mail-in entries should be sent with fees to the address on an Official AKC Entry 
Form. Returned checks and invalid credit or debit cards do not constitute a valid entry fee. Fees must 
be paid in guaranteed funds. Personal checks will not be accepted as replacements for dishonored 
checks or invalid credit/debit card payments.

TELEPHONE ENTRIES AND UNSIGNED ENTRIES: Cannot be accepted.  Entries not on Official 
AKC Entry Forms and photocopies of Entry Forms without Agreement and Rules on the reverse side 
of the Official AKC Entry Form are NOT ACCEPTABLE. 
FAXED ENTRIES:  Faxed entries are not accepted. 
ONLINE ENTRIES: Online entries for this show can be made at www.FoyTrentDogShows.com and 
are available to cardholders of MasterCard and Visa. A $3.00 charge will be added to each entry for 
use of this service. 
OVERNIGHT AND SPECIAL DELIVERY MAIL: The overnight and special delivery mail address 
is Foy Trent Dog Shows, 116 N Ogden St, Sturgeon, MO  65284. This address is for special and 
overnight delivery mail ONLY. 
CHECKS ISSUED AS PRIZES: All checks issued as prizes are the sole responsibility of the 
recipient. Lost, stolen, and/or misplaced checks will not be replaced. Checks are valid for 90 days. 
The Superintendent and the Show Secretary are not able to cash checks. 
GOVERNING RULES AUTHORITIES: Exhibitors are governed by all rules or regulations of the 
American Kennel Club, civil authorities and/or building or location restrictions.

Superintendent one-half hour prior to the start of Regular conformation judging. 
EXHIBITORS’ BEHAVIORAL RESPONSIBILITIES: It is expressly understood that exhibitors 
alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children.   
CURRENT VACCINATIONS: Owners are strongly advised to have all vaccinations current on their 
dogs.

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ADDITIONAL RULES AND INFORMATION 
 

AED ON-SITE: There are 3 AED’s on-site, one located on the first floor event center, one on the first 
floor club level and one in the Canterbury Park medic bag with security at the front desk. 
CRATING: There will be ample crating space at the Events Center. Please see the reservation form 
for reserved crating space. Dogs may NOT be left in the crating area after posted show hours. Hours 
of access will be 6:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M Tuesday, April 26 thru Friday, April 29. Hours of access are 
6:00 A.M. to 30 minutes after Best of Breed on Saturday, April 30.  All crates must have an ID with 
cell phone number clearly marked. Owners/handlers will be responsible for their dogs and will be 
asked to relocate them if they cause a nuisance by barking or disturbing other exhibitors regardless 
if they are in reserved or general crating.  Be advised there will be no Events Center security in the 
crating area.  Crating area MUST be completely vacated within 30 minutes of Best of Breed on 
Saturday, April 30. 
FOOD AND ENTERTAINMENT: Food and beverage will be available at Canterbury Park Events 
Center at lunch for purchase. Lunch for the educational seminar may be purchased in advance on the 
reservation form.  No outside food or drink is allowed in the event center.  There will be a food vendor 
onsite.   
DOG EXERCISE AREA: There are ample areas to exercise dogs at the Events Center. There will 
be a fenced play yard for exercising dogs. Please follow all signs of where you are allowed to exercise 
your animals. No dogs are allowed track side. Owners/handlers MUST clean up after their dogs. 
No exceptions.  Please be respectful at your hotel/motel and pick up after your dogs at those 
locations as well!  We have a Hotel Liaison that will be checking daily of anyone breaking this 
rule and proper steps will be taken. 
 

CANDID PHOTOGRAPHY: Owners, breeders, handlers, spectators, and club members are 
allowed to take photographs of their own dogs from handheld devices only.  Kathleen Riley & 
Associates is the only person who has permission to take win photographs from the podium.

Best of Breed Competition 
The following categories of dogs may be entered and shown in Best of Breed competition: 
dogs that are Champions of Record and dogs that, according to their owners’ records, have 
completed the requirements for a championship but whose championships are unconfirmed. 
Entering and showing dogs whose championships are unconfirmed is limited to 90 days from 
the date of the show where the dog completed the requirements for a championship 
according to the owner’s records. If, at the end of the 90-day period, the championship of a 
dog has not been confirmed by the AKC, no further entries of the dog for Best of Breed 
competition are to be made until its championship has been confirmed by the AKC.  
 
Awards of Merit 
The Specialty judge may, at his or her discretion, award Judge’s Awards of Merit to a maximum 
of 10% of the Best of Breed entry, plus Winners Dog and Winners Bitch, along with the winners 
of the Veteran, Field Trial, Hunting and Dual classes. The Award of Merit winners will be 
selected after the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, Select Dog, Select 
Bitch and Best of Winners awards are made. All dogs remaining in competition, including 
Winners Dog and Winners Bitch, are eligible for an Award of Merit. 

NON-REGULAR CLASSES INVOLVING SINGLE DOG ENTRIES: 
NOTE:  For Veteran, Field Trial, Hunting and Dual Classes, only the winners of the below 
classes will be eligible to compete in Best of Breed competition providing they have not been 
defeated in another class.  Any defeated animals in these classes may not compete in Best of 
Breed. 
 
Veteran Dog and Veteran Bitch

Field Trial Dog and Field Trial Bitch 
Open to intact dogs and bitches that have placed in an AKC-licensed Field Trial in an Open or 
Amateur Adult major, including Gun Dog and All-Age stakes. Only winners of these classes are 
eligible to compete in Best of Breed competition. 

Hunting Dog and Hunting Bitch 
Open to intact dogs and bitches that have obtained the advanced AKC Hunting title of SH or 
MH. Only winners of these classes are eligible to compete in Best of Breed competition.  

Dual Class 
Open to intact dogs and bitches that are AKC Dual Champions or are both AKC Conformation 
Champions and Amateur Field Champions. Only winners of these classes are eligible to 
compete in Best of Breed competition.

The AKC National Owner-Handled Series is a non-titling competition for dogs that are exhibited 
by their owners that are not professional handlers.  All dogs that are owner-handled and are not 
exhibited in the National Owner-Handled Series by professional handlers* meet the 
requirements for this competition. Exhibitors must declare their dog is Owner-Handled eligible 
at the time of entry using the check box on the entry form.  Eligible dogs will be identified by an 
asterisk in the steward’s book and the catalog.  Dogs must be handled throughout the breed 
level competition for the regular show by an eligible owner.  Professional handlers, household 
members and current assistants to professional handlers may not exhibit the dog in any AKC 
National Owner-Handled Series competition during the entire show.  A current assistant is 
defined by anyone employed by a professional handler on a full-time basis or assisting a 
professional handler at the show or any show during the weekend, however current assistants 
that are eligible to compete in Junior Showmanship may participate in NOHS. 
Owner-Handled Best of Breed will be selected from the dogs that are competing in the Best of 
Breed competition including Winners Dog, Winners Bitch and winners of the non-regular 
classes. 
*Professional handlers are defined as any person who belongs or has belonged to a 
professional handlers’ organization, distributed rate cards, or otherwise advertised or 
represented themselves as handling for pay with the last five years.
